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Statement on the Board of Public Utilities Meeting on the Susquehanna-Roseland Transmission Project

(NEWARK, NJ) – Today, the Commissioners of the Board of Public Utilities ("the Board") affirmed the decision of Presiding Commissioner Joseph Fiordaliso to take official notice of the following documents in the matter of the Susquehanna-Roseland petition from the Public Service Electric and Gas Company:

December 21, 2009 Motion to Withdraw Application and Terminate Proceeding, and the December 29, 2009 Amendment to that Motion filed with the Virginia State Corporation Commission by PATH Allegheny Virginia Transmission Corporation in Case No. PUE-2009-00043 (the "PATH Proceeding"); and 

The January 8, 2010 letter from Pepco Holdings, Inc. to the Maryland Public Service Commission in Case No. 9179 and PJM’s January 8, 2010 letter to Pepco Holdings, Inc. concerning the case (the "MAPP proceeding"). 

In light of the information contained in these documents, the Board also agreed to request further information from PJM, the regional transmission organization, regarding:

PJM's re-assessment of the PATH and MAPP projects and whether PJM intends to conduct a similar re-assessment of the Susquehanna-Roseland Project; 

Any material changes that PJM may need to make in its testimony regarding the Susquehanna-Roseland Project, resulting from the delays of the PATH and MAPP projects.

The Board also noted that it expects to issue its final decision in the case within a month, a substantially shorter period of time than would normally be required in a case of such great importance with such a voluminous, highly contested and complex record, even had there been no need to obtain further information about recent actions in the PATH and MAPP cases.
