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INTRODUCTION AND GUIDE

Introduction

Pennsylvania Power and Light Electric Utilities (PPL) and Public Service Electric and Gas Company (PSE&G)
(Applicants) have requested a construction and right-of-way (ROW) permit from the National Park Service (NPS)
for the expansion of an existing electric transmission line that crosses NPS lands within Pennsylvania and New Jersey
andtheadditionofasecondlarger500,000voltline(500kV).Theneedforanewlinesomewhereintheregionisbased
on direction for electric transmission expansion provided by the Regional Transmission Operator, PGM
Interconnection, which oversees the overall movement of wholesale electricity between many electric utilities
throughouta13stateregion.TheApplicants’proposedproject, theSusquehanna (Berwick,PA)toRoseland(NJ)line,
proposes to expand upon an existing ROW which contains a single 230,000 volt (230kV) electric transmission line (a
non-critical element of the transmission grid) by replacing the existing towers with new, taller tower structures and
adding an additional 500,000 volt (500kV) line; which will be a critical element of the transmission grid. The request
wouldnecessitatewideningtheexistingROWandconstructingnewaccessroads.Theexpandedlineandnewtowers
will impact three units of theNational Park Service: the Delaware Water GapNational Recreation Area (DEWA); the
Middle Delaware National Scenic and Recreational River and National Recreation Water Trail; and the Appalachian
NationalScenicTrail (AT).TheNPSispreparinganEnvironmentalImpactStatement(EIS)toevaluate theimpactsto
the natural and human environment from the Applicants’ proposal and to assist us in making a decision on the
issuanceofpermits.

PublicScopingProcessSummary

On January 21, 2010,the NPSreleasedthePublicScoping Newsletter for the SusquehannatoRoselandTransmission
Line EIS to the public for review and comment. The newsletter included a description of the purpose and need,
project description and background, preliminary alternatives, project objectives, and a list of issues and impact topics.
ThenewsletterwasavailableforpublicreviewuntilMarch12,2010.

During the scoping period, three public meetings were held in Pennsylvania and New Jersey from February 16 – 18,
2010. Meetings were held in Bushkill, Pennsylvania (February 16th); Lake Hopatcong, New Jersey (February 17th);
andParsippany,NewJersey(February18th). Eachscopingmeetingbeganat6:00PMwithanopenhousefollowedby
a meetingoverviewby aNPSprojectmanagerandwelcomefromtheParkSuperintendents. Formalpubliccomment
sessions were then recorded by a court reporter. The evenings concluded with a return to an open house. NPS staff
wasonhandtovisitwithmeetingattendeesandtoanswerquestions.

A total of 311 individuals attended the public scoping meetings in Pennsylvania and New Jersey. A total of 102
attendees spoke during the formal public comment sessions. The number of attendees and formal commenters at
eachmeetingwasasfollows:

NatureofCommentsReceived

Over 6,500 pieces of correspondence from over 29 states, and 4 countries (United States, United Kingdom, France,
and Yugoslavia) were received during the public scoping period. Approximately 6,343 letters submitted were from
individuals living within the proposed area for the Susquehanna to Roseland Transmission line (Pennsylvania and
New Jersey). Among thecommentersfrom Pennsylvania andNewJersey, the topics that received themajority of the
comments were expressions of support for or opposition to the project, concerns regarding the visual quality of the
area, concerns for wildlife and wildlife habitat, and concerns about the health and safety of individuals living in close
proximityoftheproposedtransmissionline.

All comments, regardless of their topic, were carefully read and analyzed and are presented in this report.
Commenters will continue to be notified of the project’s progress, and are encouraged to visit theNPS PEPC website
atwww.parkplanning.nps.gov/dewatoviewinformationpertainingtothisproject.

TheCommentAnalysisProcess
Comment analysis is a process used to compile and combine similar public comments into a format that can be used
by decision makers and the Susquehanna to Roseland Transmission Line EIS Team. Comment analysis assists the
team in organizing, clarifying, and addressing technical information pursuant to National Environmental Policy Act
(NEPA) regulations. It also aids in identifying the topics and issues to be evaluated and considered throughout the
planningprocess.

Theprocessincludesfivemaincomponents:
Developingacodingstructure
Employingacommentdatabaseforcommentmanagement
Readingandcodingofpubliccomments
Interpretingandanalyzingthecommentstoidentifyissuesandthemes
Preparingacommentsummary

A coding structure was developed to help sort comments into logical groups by topics and issues. The coding
structure was derived from an analysis of the range of topics discussed during internal NPS scoping, past planning
documents,andthecommentsthemselves. Thecodingstructurewasdesignedtocaptureallcommentcontentrather
thantorestrictorexcludeanyideas.
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The NPS PEPC database was used for management of the comments. The database stores the full text of all
correspondence and allows each comment to be coded by topic and issue. Some outputs from the database include
tallies of the total number of correspondence and comments received, sorting and reporting of comments by a
particulartopicorissue,anddemographicinformationregardingthesourcesofthecomments.

Analysisofthepubliccommentsinvolvedtheassignmentof thecodestostatementsmadeby thepublicintheir letters,
emailmessages,voicemails,andcommentsstatedatthepublicmeetings. Allcommentswerereadandanalyzed.

Althoughthe analysis process attempts tocapture thefull range ofpublicconcerns, this contentanalysis report should
be used with caution. Comments from people who chose to respond do not necessarily represent the sentiments of
the entire public. Furthermore, this was not a vote-counting process, and the emphasis was on content of the
comment rather than the number of times a comment was received. This report is intended to be a summary of the
commentsreceived,ratherthanastatisticalanalysis.

DefinitionofTerms

Primarytermsusedinthisdocumentaredefinedbelow.

Correspondence: A correspondence is the entire document received from a commenter. It can be in the form of a
letter, email, written comment form, note card, open house transcript, or petition. Each piece of correspondence is
assignedauniqueidentificationnumberinthePEPCsystem.

Comment: A comment is a portion of the text within a correspondence that addresses a single subject. It should
include information such as an expression of support or opposition to the use of a potential management tool,
additionaldataregardinganexistingcondition,oranopiniondebatingtheadequacyoftheanalysis.

Code: A grouping centered on a common subject. The codes were developed during the scoping process and are
usedtotrackmajorsubjectsthroughouttheEISprocess.

Concern: Concerns are a written summary of all comments received under a particular code. Some codes were
furtherseparatedintoseveralconcernstatementstoprovideabetterfocusonthecontentofthecomments.

GuidetothisDocument

Thisreportisorganizedasfollows:

Content Analysis Report: This is the basic report produced from PEPC that provides information on the numbers
andtypesofcommentsreceived,organizedbycode. Thefirstsectionofthereportprovidesasummaryofthenumber
ofcommentsthatwerecodedundereachtopic. Thesecondsectionprovidesgeneraldemographicinformation,such
asthestateswherecommenterslive,thenumberoflettersreceivedfromdifferentcategoriesoforganizations,etc.
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Public Scoping Comment Summary: This report summarizes the substantive comments received during the
scopingprocess. Thesecommentsareorganizedbycodesandfurtherorganizedintoconcernstatements. Beloweach
concern statement are representative quotes, which have been taken directly from the text of the public’s comments
and have not been edited; therefore some spelling and grammar errors were not corrected. Representative quotes
furtherclarifytheconcernstatements.

Correspondence Index of Organizations: This provides a listing of all groups that submitted comments, arranged
and grouped by the following organization types as defined by PEPC: business; churches and religious groups; civic
groups; conservation/preservation groups; federal government; NPS employees; non-governmental groups;
recreational groups; state government; town or city government; tribal government; unaffiliated individuals;
university/professionalsociety. Inmanyinstances,theorganizationtypewasnotdefinedbythecommenter;therefore,
organizations were listed as “Unaffiliated Individuals”. Each piece of correspondence was assigned a unique
identificationnumberuponentryintoPEPC. ThisnumbercanbeusedtoassistthepublicinindentifyingthewayNPS
addressedtheircomments. Thislistisorganizedalphabetically.

Correspondence Index of Individual Commenters: This provides a listing of all of the individuals who submitted
comments during the public scoping period. Like the previous index, each correspondence was assigned a unique
identification number which can be used to assist individuals in identifying the way in which NPS addressed their
comments. This list is organized alphabetically. Those correspondence identified as N/A represent individuals who
didnotsubmittheirfirstorlastname.

Index by Organization Type: This list identifies all codes that were assigned to each individual piece of
correspondenceandisarrangedbyorganizationtype. Inmanyinstances,theorganizationtypewasnotdefinedbythe
commenter; therefore, organizations were listed as “Unaffiliated Individuals”. Those correspondence identified as
N/Arepresentindividualswhodidnotsubmittheirfirstorlastname.

Comment Index by Code: This list identifies which commenters or authors (identified by PEPC organization type)
commented on which topics, as identified by the codes used in this analysis. The report is organized by code, and
under each code is a list of the authors who submitted comments that fell under that code, and their correspondence
numbers. ThosecorrespondencesidentifiedasN/Arepresentunaffiliatedindividuals.
